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9 MR. PAGE: My name is Mark Page. I'm on the
10 Board of Nevada Experience, which is a group trying to
11 stop the nuclear weapons testing, the programs that are
12 for violence and for warmaking at the Nevada test site
13 and on the side, addressing the whole nuclear cycle.
14 I didn‘t mention before when I was up here
15 that I live specifically in Gallup, New Mexico.

16 Currently. Where a company, HRI Resources, is planning
17 to resume uranium mining, so for those of you that

18 didn't know, or didn't believe maybe, the word that

19 nuclear power is supposed to be coming back on the rise
20 again, I can tell you, that they're trying to begin,
21 resume uranium mining on Navajo land in New Mexico.
22 Near where 1 live at Gallup, at Church Rock
23 and Crown Point where they had uranium mining years
24 ago, there was a uranium spill that affected the water
25 there. And so there's people such as myself and
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1 friends of mine in that area of northwestern New Mexico
2 that are trying to stop, that uranium mining will

3 eventually will lead to nuclear power and nuclear

4 weapons, and the problem that we're at right now from 552439
5 the old stuff that has gone on for years.

6 So that's the first thing I wanted to say,

7 that's happening, and we're trying to stop that there

8 as well.

9 And the other thing is that I forgot to

10 mention is that in addition to the DOE and the U.S.

11 government needing to deal with the local communities

12 that receive the electricity from nuclear power plants,

13 the federal government and State of Nevada and Nye

14 County also need to address the Western Shoshone Nation

15 in the fact that Yucca Mountain is a sacred site and

16 it's in Nusobio, which is the Western Shoshone country,
17 by the Treaty of Ruby Valley 1863, most of you have

18 heard that already. I just wanted to point that again

19 for those of you that might not have heard that, that

20 international issue between the Western Shoshone Nation
21 and the United States empire needs to be resolved.

22 So -- that needs to be addressed before anybody goes

23 further with trying to put any nuclear waste or even

24 continue the work at the Yucca Mountain Project, which

25 is, should be, in my understanding, illegal under
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1 international standards that the Western Shoshone

2 Nation did not give permission for the DOE or anybody
3 else to be desecrating the mountain that they are, the

4 way they are doing it.

5 So, and again, I thank the DOE people for

6 being here, and 1 encourage you to listen to these

7 comments and thank you for being here and tell other

8 people that there is widespread opposition and

9 hopefully somehow you can continue in your jobs, but

10 working for peace and for justice, environmental
11 justice, and trying to reverse the damage that the DOE
12 has done to the people of the United States and the

13 world in the past. Thank you.
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
